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Introduction 

This journey begins in Windhoek, Namibia’s relaxed capital, blending modern city life with historic 
architecture and surrounding khomas highlands. Traveling north, Khan River Lodge offers a peaceful 
bush stop near Wilhelmstal, with wildlife, open savanna and big skies. The route continues to 
Otjiwarongo, a central hub close to conservation projects and gateway to the north. From there, 
Etosha National Park delivers world-class game viewing, vast salt pans and iconic waterholes 
teeming with wildlife. Heading west, Ruacana introduces the Kunene River and hydroelectric 
schemes, before reaching the dramatic Epupa Falls, where palm trees, waterfalls and Himba villages 
create one of Namibia’s most scenic landscapes. The road south leads to Opuwo, cultural heartland 
of the Himba people, offering insight into traditional lifestyles. Далее, Twyfelfontein showcases 
ancient rock engravings, desert-adapted wildlife and striking geological formations. The Atlantic coast 
welcomes you in Swakopmund, a lively seaside town with German heritage, adventure activities and 
cooler ocean air. Turning inland, Sesriem provides access to the towering red dunes of Sossusvlei 
and Deadvlei in the Namib Desert. The route continues south to the awe-inspiring Fish River Canyon, 
one of the largest canyons in the world, carved into rugged rock landscapes. The journey ends in the 
Kalahari, where red dunes, camelthorn trees and wide-open spaces offer a tranquil finale to a diverse 
Namibian adventure.

- a shallow depression that covers an area of 5000 square kilometres. Dry and 
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shimmering for most of the year, the pans fill up with water after seasonal rains, making it the 

perfect habitat for wildlife. In the dry season, the wildlife is attracted to the perennial springs and 

waterholes that makes for excellent game viewing. Visitors can look forward to world-class game 

viewing including a variety of large mammals such as lion, elephant, leopard, rhino, zebra, giraffe, 

a diversity of birdlife such as flamingoes and pelicans.

The 

landscape here is ideal for fishing, hiking, mountain biking, and water sports.

The falls consist of a series 

of cascades created by the Kunene River as it drops 60 metres, forming hundreds of natural pools 

that provide the Himba people and visitors with a fantastic recreation spot. These jaw-dropping 

beautiful falls create a spectacular contrast to the arid desert and rugged surrounding mountains. 

Visitors can look forward to discovering the unspoilt environment, the majestic baobabs and wild 

fig trees dotting the surroundings. Don’t miss the opportunity to enjoy world-class birdwatching and 

spot an array of species including the bee-eaters, hornbills, kingfishers, fish eagles, flycatchers, 

and herons. 

 

 

Overnight: Epupa Falls Lodge 

Visitors descending on the Kunene River are welcomed by a lush oasis of Makalani palms and 

Baobab trees and the Epupa Falls appear quite unexpectedly as a spectacular surprise!. Watching 

the numerous waterfalls from the Sundowner Hill on a late afternoon, while sipping a glass of wine, 

one is encouraged to stay for more than only a night. In the evening the singing, clapping and 

dancing of local people adds to the murmur of the river. During the early morning hours, the fish 

eagle's call reminds visitors that they are indeed in Africa.

Twyfelfontein

‘Twyfelfontein’ translates to ‘Fountain of Doubt’, which refers to the perennial spring situated in the 

impressive Huab Valley flanked by the slopes of a sandstone table mountain. It was this spring 

that attracted Stone Age hunters over six thousand years ago, and it was during this time that the 

extensive group of rock engravings and paintings were produced. Visitors can look forward to 

basing themselves at some wonderfully shady campsites along the Aba-Huab riverbed, while 

exploring over thirty different sacred ritual sites of the traditional hunter-gatherer communities. 

 

 

Overnight: Twyfelfontein Country Lodge  View iBrochure 

Welcome to Twyfelfontein Country Lodge. A true landmark situated in the heart of one of the world’s 

most magnificent wilderness regions. Declared a UNESCO World Heritage Site, Twyfelfontein in 

Damaraland is home to one of the largest collections of rock-art engravings found in Southern 

Africa. Not only did the Khoi-San and tribes of ancient years leave us with a true cultural heritage, 

but the whole area is characterised by natural wonders such as Doros Crater, Burnt Mountain, 

Organ Pipes, Petrified Forest and desert-adapted animals – of which the desert-adapted elephant 

is probably the most well-known species.

Sesriem 

As there is no accommodation at Sossusvlei, visitors to this desert wilderness are likely to end up 

staying at Sesriem, 65 kilometres away, where camps and lodges serve as a base from which to 

explore the dunes. Sesriem Canyon, a deep chasm carved through the rocks by water, is a striking 

natural feature of the area that is best explored on foot. Stony walls rise up sharply on both sides of 

the canyon, while birds roost in its crags and lizards dart along the ledges. The canyon’s name 

was coined when early settlers used it as a water source, using six lengths of leather (‘ses riem – 

six thongs) tied together to lower buckets into the water at the base of canyon.)

Kalahari Namibia
