DAY 1: WINDHOEK 
Accommodation: Arebbusch Travel Lodge / Similar 

Guest will be picked up at the airport and dropped at their accommodation in Windhoek and will be picked up by the tour guide after lunch to go on 

a Windhoek City tour.
