Hot, dry and stony, 

the Fish River Canyon measures a whopping 160 kilometres in length, at times 27 

kilometres in width and 550 metres in depth. The awe-inspiring natural beauty of this 

ancient geological marvel draws visitors from around the globe. For those looking for 

adventure, the intense 85 kilometre Fish River Hiking Trail through1.5 billion years 

of geological history will definitely thrill avid adventure enthusiasts, and for visitors 

looking to relax, head over to the canyon's southern end to enjoy a soak in the 

mineral waters of the renowned hot springs of Ai-Ais, or take in the spectacularly 

scenic views from Hobas Restcamp as well as numerous other viewpoints along its 

rim. Other popular activities include: scenic chartered flights, horse riding, nature 

drives and seasonal kayaking.

Fish River Lodge in southern Namibia is the only lodge perched directly on the rim 

of the Fish River Canyon offering guests breathtaking views of the canyon from 

sunrise to sunset.  

Experience first hand the geological forces that unfolded 300 million years ago, 

when the Fish River began to etch its way through hard quartzite forming a Canyon 

90 kilometers long, 549 meters deep and 28 kilometers wide in some places, 

making it the world's second largest Canyon. The 45 000 hectare Canyon Nature 

Park is a natural sanctuary for Karoo succulent flora and endemic wildlife. 

Incredible hiking trails meander down into the heart of the canyon affording guests 

spectacular scenery combined with 75 km river frontage made up of permanent 

water holes and rock pools that attract Hartmans Zebra, Kudu, Oryx, Springbok and 

many other smaller wildlife species and endemic bird life.

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Quiver Tree Forest 

Some 14 kilometres from Keetmanshoop is a striking natural phenomenon that is 

well worth a visit: a natural forest of roughly 200 quiver trees, set on a large outcrop 

of blackish dolerite rocks. Named for the pliable bark that was once used by 

bushmen to craft quivers for their arrows, quiver trees are in fact not trees at all, but 

unusually large succulents with scaly bark and twisted branches topped with spiky, 

fleshy leaves. The most mature specimens here are between 200 and 300 years 

old, and some measure as high as nine metres. The forest, which was declared a 

national monument in 1955, is best viewed at sunrise or sunset, when the soft, 

warm light further enhances this already captivating sight. 

Fish River Canyon Viewpoint 

Located in Southern Namibia The Fish River Canyon is the largest canyon in Africa 

and draws many visitors each year. This viewpoint has a beautiful panoramic view 

of the canyon where visitors can witness the Fish River flow through sharp corners 

amidst rocky terrain.

Cape Cross 

The small headland of Cape Cross lies on western Namibia’s Skeleton Coast, 

roughly 60 kilometres north of Henties Bay. The historic area was landed on by the 

Portuguese in 1486, and they erected a stone cross here in honour of the 

Portuguese King, however, this cross was replaced by the German settlers in the 

1800’s. Cape Cross best known for its extraordinary breeding colony of Cape fur 

seals and has been made a reserve. With the abundance of fish swimming in the 

cold Benguela current, the seals have plenty to snack on, and they also enjoy lying 

and playing out in the sun. From a 200-metre-long walkway, watch the seals at play 

and learn about them through the area’s information points. 

 

Overnight: Cape Cross Lodge   

Situated on the Skeleton Coast in Namibia, Cape Cross Lodge overlooks the 

Atlantic Ocean and presents a unique and serene stop for travellers. Nearby, rocky 

outcrops provide a perfect playground for a large colony of Cape Fur Seals. There is 

a museum situated within the lodge.  

The lodge features a mix of Cape Dutch and West Coast fishing village architecture 

and offers a selection of eighteen sea view standard suites, two sea view semi-

suites, and a single self-catering unit. During their stay, guests can enjoy a la carte 

dining at the on-site restaurant. 
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Cape Cross Seal Colony 

This colony of Cape Fur Seals is one of the largest in the world, home to 

approximately 80 000 to 100 000 of these so-called 'seals', which are in fact a 

species of sea lion. Day trips to the colony are offered and the seals can be viewed 

from a walkway at a distance of roughly 200 metres.

Palmwag is a nature reserve idyllically located along a palm-lined tributary of the 

Uniab River, halfway between Swakopmund and Etosha, providing an ideal base 

from which to see the sights of the Kunene region or embark on one of the many 

local hiking trails. Water is scarce in this area, so the river’s presence often lures 

elephants closer to the camps. The reserve is notable for its unusual species of 

palm tree, the hyphaene petersiana, and for being home to the largest population of 

southwestern black rhinos in Africa. Animal lovers can also get a peek at leopard, 

lion, cheetah, mountain zebra, Angolan giraffe, springbok, kudu, and African bush 

elephant.

The name ‘Twyfelfontein’ translates to ‘Fountain of Doubt’, which refers 

to the perennial spring situated in the impressive Huab Valley flanked by the slopes 

of a sandstone table mountain. It was this spring that attracted Stone Age hunters 

over six thousand years ago, and it was during this time that the extensive group of 

rock engravings and paintings were produced. Visitors can look forward to basing 

themselves at some wonderfully shady campsites along the Aba-Huab riverbed, 

while exploring over thirty different sacred ritual sites of the traditional hunter-

gatherer communities. 

 

Overnight: Twyfelfontein Country Lodge  View iBrochure 

Welcome to Twyfelfontein Country Lodge. A true landmark situated in the heart of 

one of the world’s most magnificent wilderness regions. Declared a UNESCO World 

Heritage Site, Twyfelfontein in Damaraland is home to one of the largest collections 

of rock-art engravings found in Southern Africa. Not only did the Khoi-San and tribes 

of ancient years leave us with a true cultural heritage, but the whole area is 

characterised by natural wonders such as Doros Crater, Burnt Mountain, Organ 

Pipes, Petrified Forest and desert-adapted animals – of which the desert-adapted 

elephant is probably the most well-known species. 

Nestled along the mountainside, the lodge beautifully blends in with its surrounding 

environment. Using natural stone, carefully selected paint colours and thatched 

roofs, its design compliments the sandstone rock formations with minimum visual 

impact on this picturesque landscape. Magnificent views from the deck over the 

Huab Valley, desert plains and distant mountains provide for hours of relaxed 

comfort, peace and tranquillity.

Situated in the western part of Etosha National park, a world-

famous wildlife sanctuary in the northwestern part of Namibia, Etosha West is the 

wilder western region accessed through Galton Gate. Etosha has lions, giraffes, 

rhinos, zebras, springbok and elephants. This on top of many lesser and common 

plains herds, and abundant birds makes game viewing in Etosha.

Etosha West 

Situated in the western part of Etosha National park, a world-famous wildlife 

sanctuary in the northwestern part of Namibia, Etosha West is the wilder western 

region accessed through Galton Gate. Visitors to Etosha West can look forward to 

exploring the magnificent scenery of this remote north Namibian landscape 

characterised by lush undulating terrain and a reddish-brown soil, which is a stark 
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contrast to the white dusty clay soil of Etosha East’s flat expansive plains. This area 

is home to several species not found in the rest of the park: baboons, Mountain 

Zebra, and Brown Hyena, as well as several unique plants. The area also boasts 

numerous waterholes attracting elephant, rhino, leopard, lion, a variety of buck, and 

around 300 bird species. 

 

Overnight: Dolomite Camp   

Dolomite Camp consists of a spacious reception, lounge, bar and restaurant area 

with a walkway leading to thatched, en suite chalets nestled amongst the rocky 

outcrops, which provide privacy with dramatic and panoramic landscape views.  

The camp’s interiors are designed to harmonize the natural surroundings, 

characterized by weathered dolomite rock formations, Mopane, moringa trees and 

savannah woodland.  With no fewer than 15 waterholes in the surrounding areas, 

Dolomite Camp presents great wildlife viewing opportunities. Specially arranged 

Game drives, operated by knowledgeable guides, take you to parts of the Park 

previously only known to Conservationists.
